O Master and Lord our God, who was born of our most pure Lady Mother of God and ever-virgin Mary, and who as a infant was laid in a manger, and didst manifest thyself as a child, do thou also have mercy upon this thy servant (…..) who has this day given birth to this child and forgive her voluntary and involuntary offences, and preserve her from every tyrannical oppression of the devil.  Preserve also the child borne of her from every sorcery, from every difficulty, from every confusion of the enemy, from evil spirits of the day and night. Preserve this woman under thy mighty hand and grant her a speedy recovery, and cleanse her from the impurity and heal the pains, and grant her health and strength of both soul and body; and with joyful and bright Angels do thou care for her and guard her from every attack of invisible spirits.
