Brethren, we command you in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye withdraw yourselves from every brother that walketh disorderly, and not after the tradition which he received of us. For yourselves know how ye ought to follow us: for we behaved not disorderly among you; Neither did we eat any man’s bread for naught; but wrought with labour and travail night and day, that we might not be chargeable to any of you, this we commanded you, that if any would not work, neither should he eat. For we hear that there are some which walk among you disorderly, working not at all, but are busy-bodies. Now them that are such we command and exhort by out Lord Jesus Christ, that with quietness they work, and eat their own bread. But ye, brethren, be not weary in well doing. And if any man obey not our word by this epistle, note that man, and have no company with him, that he may be ashamed. Yet count him not as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother. That this water may be sanctified by the power, and operation, and descent of the Holy Spirit; let us pray unto the Lord.

That there may be sent down upon us and upon our works, divine grace in abundance, let us pray unto the Lord.

That our God may be a partner and helper, in which by His divine enlightenment, we may perform good works, let us pray unto the Lord.

That we may be delivered from all tribulation, wrath, danger and necessity, let us pray unto the Lord.

Succour, save, have mercy and preserve us, O God, by Thy grace.

Mindful of our most holy and undefiled, most blessed and glorious Lady, Mother of God and ever-Virgin Mary, and of all the saints; Let us commend ourselves and one another, and our whole life to Christ our God.

Then the Priest sprinkles the Holy Water in the form of a cross chanting the following hymn:

Make us worthy of thy gifts, O Virgin Mother of God, overlooking our transgressions, and give healing unto them who with faith accept thy blessing, O thou who art Immaculate.

PRIEST: Let us pray unto the Lord.
CHOIR: Lord have mercy.
PRIEST

O Lord and Master, Jesus Christ our God, who through Thine ineffable love for mankind didst visit the human race, and to all who didst entreat Thee, Thou didst grant Thy blessing, we pray and beseech Thee, grant also to Thy servant [.....], who hoping in Thy mercy and in the might of Thy strength, that his establishment may become profitable, and bless him and all his works. Preserve him uninfluenced from everything evil, bestow upon him and upon everyone who works in this place, peace, love, harmony and righteousness. Grant this Thy servant, Thy bountiful mercy and direct his footsteps towards every good work.
For Thou art merciful, compassionate, and a lover of mankind, and to Thee we ascribe glory, together with Thine eternal Father, and Thy good and life-giving Spirit, now and for ever: world without end.

May [He who is risen from the dead] Christ our true God, through the prayers of His most holy Mother, of the holy and glorious Apostles, and of all the saints, have mercy upon us and save us, for He is good and loving-kind.
